Our town was considerably s tar t led 
Inst Snndiiy morning by the announce­
m e n t t ha t Mrs . I . V. Tabor h a d com­
mitted suicide during the night by jump­
ing into a well. 

The circumstances of the case a r e ' a s 
follows: The unfortunate woman had 
been in poor hea l th for nearly a yenr, 
and for a woek or more had \tenn watch­
ing a t the bedside of her youngest child, 
aged 11 m o n t h s , which was very sick 
Willi typhoid fever. Her own sickness 
and t h e exact ing duties to her child were 
too much for her bruin, and it gave away 
under t he s t ra in . For several days it 
was observed tha t she did not act exact­
ly r iuht , and she frequently spoke of be­
ing lirod of life. Saturday Drs. King and 
Motive ordered a close watch to ho kept 
over her as Symplons of acule man ia de­
veloped themselves . Saturday night she 
went to bed, and her husband sat up to 
at tend to tho wants of his wife and sick 
child. Along abou t - o'ci. .ck Sunday 
morning he left his wife and went into 
an adjoining room for a few minu tes to 
look a t t h e child, l ipmi h i s re turn h i s 
wifo was gone, mid Mm window of the 
room, whicli he had closed an hour before, 
was open. Mr. Tuhor immediately 
a larmed the neiahborn and a h u n t was 
insti tuted fur tho n-.i^siug woman. All 
the adjoining neighborhood was searched. 
A well near tho open window through 
which Mrs. Tabor escaped was examined 
by tho aid of a lan tern bu t no trace could 
be found ot hor . Finally a t 8 o'clock J . 
N. Noble brought grappling hooks and 
rnpo and drntrgrd tho well referred to 
above, and tho life!et<a form of t h e un­
fortunate woman was found a t the 
bot tom. The well was 24 feet deep and 
had several feet of water in i t . 

Jus t ice L. S. Sullivan was notified and 
held an inquest on tho body. After 
hearing tho tes t imony adduced tho jury 
brought in a verdict to the edec'; that the 
deceased, Liddla I I . Tnbor, came to her 
dea th by drowning, while sutlering from 
acute man ia hav ing a marked suicidal 
disposition. 

Deceased was 31 vears of age, and had 
lived here for several years . Sbo WUB 
born in Nnpa valley, where her parents 
reside. Sho leaves a husband and three 
chi ldren to mourn her unt imely dea th . 

On Monday t h e mother of deceased 
arrived hero and on Tueedav t h e body 
was taken to St. He lena for in te rment . 

Mr. Tabor, who is a hard working, in-
duotrious man , has the sympa thy of th i s 
communi ty in his bereavement which 
par takes of such a sad na tu re .

Last J a n u a r y two men named Morgan 
and H a y e s were tried in the Superior 
Court hero on the charge of h a v i n g 
robbed a C h i n a m a n at Gualflia. Owing 
to the lack of evidence t h e jury found 
them not guilty. Sheriff Standley and 
District Attorney Whi t e were both con­
vinced of their guil t however. In fact 
Standley, who had beon watching thei r 
movements for some t ime , waa so im­
pressed with the appearance of tho m e n , 
and Morgan especially, t ha t ho conclud­
ed to keep an eye on t h e m after they 
left tho county. A few m o n t h s ago h e 
lost track of them a n d recently began to 
look up the whereabouts of Morgan, who 
was the leader. As a result of h i s labors 
ho h a s located Mr. Morgan in Folsom 
Prison, having been sent to t h a t place 
for 6 years from San Fianc isco last 
spr ing for burglary. Sheriff Standley 
has also discovered tha t Morgan was 
sen t t o San Quent in for th i eo years from 
San Deigo in 18S7 under the n a m e of G. 
W. Woods, f ie had not been out of San 
Quent in m a n y montha before h e came 
to Mendocino county in company with 
Hayes . Morgan a n d Hayes were arrest­
ed for an a t tempted burglary a t West-
port short ly before tho Guala la affair, 
but n o evidence could be found to con­
vict t h e m . After the i r acquit tal in tho 
Guala la sc rape , Hayes confessed to 
certain par t ies t h a t he and Morgan were 
the persons who a t tempted the Westpor t 
robbery. Our vigilant Sheriff kept so 
close a watch of their movemen t s while 
they were here , uud made it so hot for 
t h e m , t ha t they wisely struck out for pas­
tures new. 

Morgan is a notorious crook, and had 
it not been for the warm reception given 
h im hore last winter , h e and Hayes 
would no doubt have " b u s t e d " and 
robbod many a safe in Mendocino county.

How We aro Written Up. 

Editorial ly in another column we re­
fer to tho unwise expendi ture of money 
for special editions of boom papers got np 
by puDlishers in San Francisco. Since 
writing tha t article wo have hastily per-
rused the "wr i te u p " given Mendocino 
county in the Illustrated Pacific States for 
Ju ly , and for which our B.iard of Super­
visors donated $100, in addition to hun­
dreds of dollars secured through other 
sources. We have also glanced through 
the pamphle t entit led "Along the Line 
of the S. F . <fc N . P . K y . , " another write 
up and advert ising feiheme which un­
doubtedly took several hundred dollars 
out of this place. The lat ter production 
is the most jumbled mass of mistakes , 
misrepresentat ions and rot, t ha t we have 
ever seen. Wo will give a few bits of in­
formation selected a t r andom from th is 
elegantly pr inted and illustrated pamph­
let." 

I t says we have two hotels—tho Palace 
and G r a n d ; four newspapers—Republi­
can, DISPATCH-DEMOCRAT, Press, and a 
daily ; a business college; it says a branch 
asylum for the insane has been built a t a 
cos to t $350,000; it says t ha t Mr' E . K. 
McCord, an oil expert , is developing a 
petroleum well west of town for the pur­
pose ot inducing capital to come in and 
sink some deep wel ls ; business pro­
perty, it says, can be purchased a t from 
$175 to $200 per foot, and vacant resi­
dence lots 50x200 feet bring all t he way 
from $150 to $400 per foot. Tho above 
are (air samples of the errors contained 
in tho pamphle t . H'e have three hotels 
—Curtis House , Grand Hote l and the 
Ukiah House . The Palace was burned 
down two years ago. There h a v e only 
been two papers published hero for the 
past two years , and both of them aro 
weeklies. W e have no business college. 
The insane asylum has not been b u i l t ; 
work hiiH been commenced on it, bu t it 
will not be ready for occupancy for sever­
al yeais . There ha? been no a t t empt made 
to Sdevelope the petroleum deposits 
for several years . Business property is 
not e h e i p e r t h a n residence proper ty , a s 
Btal.ed in the pamphle t , nor docs vacant-
residence lots 50x200 feet cost from $150 
to $400 per foot—$7,500 to $20,000 per lot. 

T h e pictorial p.irt of the pamph le t is 
quite as bad as the l i te ra ry . Blue Lakes 
and Clear Lake are pictured as being 
among U k i a h ' s a t t ract ions—oue is 15 
and the other 30 miles from here , both 
in Lake county. An illustration of a 
Bceno near Hea ldsburg is no more or leSB 
t h a n a view of Vichy Springs, throe miles 
from Uk iah . An illustration of a home 
near Hopland pictures b a n a n a s trees 
heavily laden with fruit. An orchard 
scene near Ukiah does not show a moun­
tain or hill in tho background which ap­
pears to t ake in a scope of a hundred 
miles. The illustration of Duncan 
Springs represents several parties fishing 
in wha t appears to bo a river. These 
are sample i l lustrat ions. 

Tho Illustrated Pacific States is con­
siderably better, bu t it is very far, in­
deed, from being a fair description of 
Mendocino county and its resources. I t 
is all jumbled up. Some of the most im­
portant sections and industr ies of the 
county are entirely ignored. Some sec­
t ions are merely spoken of while others 
are written up to some length , according, 
wo suppose, to the amoun t of money 
subscribed by tho citizens. 

It seems to us that our people would 
soon become tired of put t ing up hundreds 
of dollars for such publications as these , 
and go into someth ing which has sense 
and merit in it. 

A Mountain on Fire. 

One of the grandest sigiits t ha t it has 
been our pleasure to witncBB for m a n y 
a day was the fire on top of the mounta in 
west of Ukiah last Saturday n ight . 
Short ly after sunset our at tent ion was 
called to a ra ther harmless looking vol­
ume of smoke which was ascending 
above the mounta in from Gibson creek 
canyon. After a short t ime it gathered 
in volume and assumed a blacker hue . 
T h e shades of n igh t oegan to fall and t h e 
black cloud of smoke, increasing its pro­
portions every minu te , began to assume 
a firey color. Brighter and br ighter and 
larger and larger it grew every momen t , 
as tho raging fire on t h e side of the 
mounta in gradually ascended to t h e sum­
mit .

For hours tho fire raged with 
undimin ished fury, and finally died out 
for want of food for the flames. The de­
struction caused by t ho tire was incon­
siderable, al though quite an area of forest 
comprising fir, p ine , and other mountain 
trees, was burned over.

One would judge from the name "Ex­
tract ot Coffee" that he was obtaining a 
combination of superior coffee, yet not a 
particle of coffee enters into its composi­
tion, as it is merely a mixture of roasted 
hard tack (ship crackers) and burnt 
molasses, which with the addition of 
boiling water forms a liquid resembling 
coffee in color and in conjunction with 
roasted dried peas, rye or barley and 
chlokory ground together has a coffoo 
flavor. These articles are substituted for 
coffeo, as the original cost is about one-
flfteenth of that of pure roasted coffee. 
Too much care can not be used in pur­
chasing coffee, SB the adulteration has 
been extended so far that they make 
nowadays (In Europe) a paste of this Ev 
tract of. Coffee, and by means of machine 
moulds, turn out beans which resemble 
roaffted coffee in color s u d shape, whltih 
would ontlly deceive the unsophisticated.

A Talk with a Bird Fancier. 
Hocking birds come from Tesaa chief­

ly. Albany in that state is the head­
quarters for them. One trapper there 
sends mo from 50 to 100 mocking birds 
every week in crates. I forward nearly 
all of them to N e w York, exchanging 
them for other stock. The system of ex­
change is carried on to a great extent m 
the fancier's business. Most of tho stock 
that we get from boys is nojrotiated ou 
that plan; so many rabbits make a squir­
rel, and so on. 

I do a considerable trade in peacocks, 
which customers iwho have country 
places buy for ornameuUiil purposes. 
Farmers raise them in Maryland and 
Virginia. Goldfish are propagated by 
regular breeders i a Maryland, Virginia 
and Pennsylvania, w h o send them to me 
in cans, but the fancy goldfiyb, wi th 
double tails, are imported from Japan to 
Sua Francisco and reahipped from that 
city.
