SoMB of our contemporaries are 
howling at the price of wool and want 
jng to know why the McKiuley tariB' 
does not keep the price up. If they 
would open their eyes they could not 
help seeing the reason. Wool has de­
clined in price npt only in the United 
States but all over the world. The 
McKinley tariff was not intended to 
apply to the whole universe. The 
United States Consul at Sydney, Aus-
trulia, rept)rts that the wool growers of 
that continent received nearly 25 per 
cent Jess for their wool now being 
marketed than they did for their pre­
vious year's clip. Wool which is Sel­
ling in Ohio for 30 cents is bringing 
only 18 cell 's in Canada. Compare 
this with what Anierican wool grow­
ers are gett ing. Compare present 
prices with what the pricps would 
have been under the Mills bill. The 
passage of the McKinley bill, coming 
as it did just befoie a decVne in wool 
all over the world, saved Ihe American 
}.r>wers fiom disaster. We append 
the following extract from a rei'ent 
circular of Justice Bateman & Co., 
which gives tho situation in a few 
Words: 

The out look is p romi s ing for a l a rge c o n s u m p ­
tion uf A m e r i c a n wool . The d e c l i n e i n foreign 
wool and gouda Is responsible 'or t h e lower 
prices for A m e r i c a n wool as c o m p a r e d with 
thia t ime last y e a r , yet as the c o n s u m p t i o n of 
wool in the Uni ied s ta tes Is Increas ing , as it 
la unde r t he M c K l n U y bill, t h e r e Is t h e best 
prospect for a good d e m a n d for t h e n e w clip so 
long as it la n o t he ld above the v a l u e of com­
pet ing f o r d g n w o o l : . a n d whi le t he r« m a y be 
some dlsapi>olntment that p r l ceaa re n o t h igher . 
I t mus t bit r e m e m b e r e d that w i t h t h e present 
Tsxierthe A m e r i c a n wool grower receives about 
13 cents per p o u n d more for h i s w o o l t h a n 
obta ined by g r o w e r s of s imilar wool in other 
par ts of the wor ld , a n d thia m u c h m o r e than 

. h e would roca lve w i t h o u t this deg ree of Fro-
tecUon. 

One of the hardest problems which 
has con'ronted the political economist 
for centuries back has been the treat­
ment of indigents. They must be 
treated humanely and at the same 
time i.n «ucb a manner as will not en­
courage bziness and dependency.

This time 'lis the Htm. J . Hayes 
Saddler, Britlsil ' .Connil at Chicago, 
Willi, ill liis annual coni<u1or report to 
Lord Siilisbury, under diile of April 
17, 1891, writes as follows of our 
American indust ry: 

"Tin plale manufacturing will soon 
be fairly started in Oliicago. Messr?. 
Norton k Sons, one uf the largest man 
ufacturers of cans and importers ol 
tin plate, have now nearly completed 
a steel furnance ^and rolling mill at 
Marwood, Chicago, which will soon 
be in operation, when they expect to 
turn out sufficient for theiv own use. 
The stee! sheets being manufactured 
at iheir own works. In time it is not 
doubted that the country will be iu-
dependent of importing the metal 
which completes the operation. "Ii 
is also expected that the subslitntion 
of. machinery for hand labor, wi'h 
which tinning is now done, will niii-
teri.'illy reduce the cost, and within 
three or four years plates will be madi 
greatly cheaper than those now im­
ported from England, and entirely of 
American material, and with Ameri­
can labor. 

The St. Louis Stamping Co. are al 
really nnikinu tin plate on a small 
scale tor the market, and are pro 
ceeding to extend their work, wliili 
other factories are starting as proposeil 
elsewhere. The Illinois Steel Co. of 
Chicago are also said to be projecting 
the erection of mills for the manufac­
ture of tin plates to supply the large 
demand of the local puekiiig businesn, 
and the house and car ruuling nianu-
facluries. 

" II is confidently believed that the 
appliance of new processes invented, 
every thing being done by niachineiy 
will lower ihe cost of production to a 
point whieh will in » few years re­
move any fear of coiiipelilion, and en 
lirely exclude iinporled plales." Mr. 
Sadler is not an importer of tin 
plates, nor running an Anglo-
Maniac" free trade newspaper, hence 
goes on lo tell his chief iibout the tin 
mines of Dakota. A large concentrat­
ing plant and smelling furnace are 
being erected he says, and will be 
ready lor working in the summer. 
He evidently does not want the Eng 
lish till manufacturers to say that he 
deceived them by not giving them 
the whole t ru th . I t looks very mncli 
as though he had discovered that " the 
plate liar" of ihe Democratic, un-
American press conld not be depended 
up to give facts and he had deter­
mined to give them an official report 
on the situation. He does not think 
"American tin consists largely of 
brass." X 

SONOaiA H O P G R O W E R S . 

Hop-growers •svho persist in con­
tracting their crop year after year 
should read the following from the 
annual report of President Grosse 
of the Sonoma Hop-growers Asso­
ciation : 

We find the pe r s i s t an t and ever hopeful hop-
m a n that stays w i t h h i s plant, and m a n a g e s h i s 
plaut well and sella wi th the marke t , and lets 
t he gamblera a n d specula tors take t h e chances 
in the hop lot tery, t he successful h o p m a n ; and 
a ten year's average obtained from his crop will 
beat the speculat ive grower financially, and the 
ten year's average Income Is perbaps as good or 
better than any o the r crop raised on tha t class 
of land. 

The president also stated that 
there are 1374 acres of hops in 
Sonoma county, an increase of 362 
over last year. 

The price of picking was general­
ly discussed and the impression of 
the members was that pickers 
could be obtained at $1 per hun­
dred, but no aotion was taken, the 
matter being deferred to the meet­
ing to be held in two weeks. The 
growers were unanimously in favor 
of employing as many white pickers 
as possible.

Q i l l a m ' s Camp i s o n a b l u f f several 
thousand f e e t a b o v e t h o Lava Beds 
a n d bordering directly o n t h e m o n 
t h e West. W e arrived a t Gillam's 
Camp a t 4 P . M. and what a niagniti-
ceut view I Here I find m y vocabu­
lary t o o incomplete t o picture the 
scene. Go, my Mendocino friends, 
and picture I h e scene for your selves. 

You see directly north of the Lava 
lieils, exteiling a distance of twenty 
iiiilea, that beautiful sheet of W a t e r , 

Rhetl Lahe, placed in a beautiful con­
trast with tliat rocky, serile region to 
I h e south of i t . On this bluff is 
many of the soldiers stood powerless 
a a it were, to wilnees the outcome of 
hat diabolical plot, that treacherous 

.-icene—the murdeing of the Peace 
Coininisaioners, After arranging our 
camping out fit, we decended t h e 
hliifflo view the soldiers' graves al 
the base. A stone wall iuclosure 
inaiks their 1 .>nely resting jilace. 
The lowering bluff above seems lo a c t 
in the double capacity of a huge mon­
ument and a vigilant senliiiel guard­
ing over its bleeping cliiUlien. After 
viewing the graves, the soldiers' 
hreasi works, and taking a closer look 
al the lake, w e had to be coulenleil 
until morning befoie we could view 
Gen. Caiiby's Cross, the SlroiighuUl 
and other points ot interest. We 
were up at half tiast three and on our 
rocky trail by five i n the morning. 
Tlie first place visited being Gen. 
Canby's cross, bearing these words: 
"Gen. Canby was murdered hero by 
the Modocs, April 11, 1873." Several 
head boards marl- the places where 
other members of lliat unfortunate 
body were murdered. After each h a i ' 
placnd a stone on the monument we 
proceeded to the Stronghold, that im­
pregnable position which enabled a 
band of about sixty Indians to defy 
the aulhorilies of the United Statet 
governmenl for a very long period. 
J u s t south of the lake is a ridge ex-
lending sou th ; the ridge is hardly 
preceptible four hundred yards away, 
so slight is the elevation. Here is the 
famous Stronghold. I n this ridge a n -
numerous depressions in the earth 
vaiying from 75 to 100 feet in width 
and 100 lo 200 feel in length, deplli 
from 30 lo 50 feet. The inside wall.-
of these depressions are cliffs of I•ock^ 
nearly perpendicular, containing a 
number of caves, some of these caves 
being high enough to stand uprighi 
in, others being just large enough t o 
crawl into, wliile others enabled tin-
Indians lo crawl from the inside oi 
these depressions to -the top on Hi t 
O'ltside without exposing themselves. 
On the outside of these depres.ions ii 
is surrounded by two r o c k walls run 
ning the same direction, with an alle\ 
way between, allowing the l u ' l i a n s li 
W a t c h will] perfect safely fioin lliesi 
alley ways and fire a t the soldiers. Ii 
the wily Cupt. Jack had examined tin 
country from one end of the Slate U. 
the other he would not have found a 
position more suitable by nature foi 
their peculiar nioile of warfare. N i 
doubt the Ind ians secured their drink­
ing water from Rhetl Lake (local 
name, Tule Lake), which loncliea tin 
Slrongh'jld on the north. Around tin 
erige of the lake the water is verv 
stagnant, having a green color ami 
giving off a very unpleasant odor,bui 
just a short distance from the short 
the water is good. 

After gatlierimr a lew relics from 
the Slrouhold, such a s parts of bomb 
shells, etc., we were ready lo bid gooil 
bye lo the deaily vi]iers and wend oui 
way towards "home, sweet home."

S E C T I O N 1. Any eiiy or incorpor 
a ted town of one thousand five hun­
dred or more inhabilaiils, may, li\ 
iMi i jo r i l y vole of llie qualified cleclon 
thereof, eslablisli and maintain a Higii 
School; or two or more adjoiuiiii; 
school districts may unite and form a 
Union High School District, for the 
purpose of establishing and maintain­
ing a High School therein, at the ex­
pense of such city or incorporated 
town, or Union High School District. 

SEC. 2. When a majorily of the 
Board of Education iu a city or 
incorporated town having a 
Board of Education, or a majority of 
llie Trusteei of iwo or more adjoining 
school tiislricls, shall unite in a peti­
tion lo the County Superiiilendeiit, 
accompanied b y a petition for the es-
lablishnient of null High Schools, 
sigiiedby not less than one hundieil 
resident electors of such ci y or in­
corporated lown, or school diiilriel, i t 
shall be Ihedtnyof the County Selmol 
SupiTinlendenl, wilhin twenty days, 
I D call an election, and aupoiiil Ihe 
ofl^cers l o eonduel the same, for Ihe 
delenninalion of sueli qneslion. 
Notices of such tleclioii, not less than 
live in sncli cily or iiicoiporated town, 
and not lets than lliree for each dis­
trict concerned, shall be potted, one 
of which slia 1 bo upon llie school 
house in each district, al least ten 
days before said election. Said elec-
iion shall be contlucleil in the nian-
ner pietcribed liy law for condncling 
school elections. The ballots at such 
elections slmll contain tlie words "For 
High School," iiiul the voter shall 
write or print thereafter o n the hiillot 
llie word "Yes" o r the word "No." I t 
shall he the duly of Ihe oWceis of 
such elections l o report the result, of 
such elections l o the County Su]ier-
inlendenl of Schools. 

S E C . 3. If a in ijority of such votes 
be cast i n favor of a High School, i t 
s h a l l b e the duty of the Oounly Super-
inlenilenl to call a meeting of the 
Board of Education i n such cily or 
incorporated town, if there be one; 
if not, of the Board of Cily Trustees, 
or of ihe Boards of School Trustees 
niiiling, williin fifteen days, ten days' 
notice of which shall h e given lo each 
member of each Board, in writing, by 
II e Coun'y Superiiiteiulent. Al sucli 
nieeling the qiieslioii cf locating the 
High School shall be deleriiiiiied. 

S E C . 4. In cities, incorporated 
towns, or Union High School Dislriols, 
'.vliicli have delerniined t o establish 
sucli High Schools, an annual tax 
shall be levied by tlie authorities 
whote duly it is lo levy taxes in 
counties, cities, incorporated towns, 
the amount of said lax being estiniat-
ed by t l i e C o u n t y Superintendent 
of Schools (or if it be a cily having a 
Gitj' Superintendent, then by the City 
Superinleiident of Schools), and by 
him certified to the proper aulhorilies, 
on or before the second Monday of 
September of each year. And it shall 
b e the duty of such autliorities lo levy 
such a rate as will produce the ainounl 
esliinated lo be necessary for BU'.;h 
purpose, 

SEC. 5. In cities or incorporated 
towns having Boards of Education, 
the Boaid of Education shall have 
cliarge of such High Schools. In 
school districts uniting l o form a 
Union High School District, the 
Board t o have charge of Ihe High 
School shall consist of the Chairman 
of the Board of Trusiees of each dis-
•ricl forming the Union High School 
District, 

SEC. 6. Said Board of Union High 
School District Trustees shall elect a 
Chairman and Clerk al the lime a n d 
III the manner as provided in section 
.-ixleen hundred a n d forty-nine of the 
Political Code. For the nianagement 
uf the Union High School, the Board 
• hall have all the powers and dnlies 
.hat are now and may be hereafter 
vested in School Truolees, except a s 
u i h e r w i a e provided i n this Act ; p ro 
vxdeA, thai if ihe Union High Sciiool 
UiBLr ic t comprise> but two scliool dis-
.riots, the Union High School Board 
.-hall consist, of the Cliairiiiau and 
Clerk of eacli dislricl concerned. 

SEC. 7. The course of study of sncli 
Hijjh Schools shall b e prescribed by 
die High Scliool Board. Said course 
of sluily shall b e such as, when ooin-
pletod, shall prepaie its slndents for 
.idiiiissiou into the Stale Uiiiveisiiy. 

S E C . 8. Giadtiales of the Giamoiar 
Schoi.ls of the cily, incorporated town, 
o r of the school districts coinposing 
ihe Union Higli School District, shall 
b e adniitied to such Hiuh School 
without examination. Olln-r ap'pli 
caiile, residents of l l io cily, inoorpora-
led town, or Union High School Dis-
iricts, shall b e adiiiitled upon passing 
. in examination, lo bo conducted b y 
llie High School Board and the Prin­
cipal. Non-residents, otherwise qual­
ified, may be adinilled upon paying a 
reasonable tuition, lo be fixej b y the 
Boaru i n charge of llie school. 

SEC. 9. I^olliing in this Act shall 
he construed as preventing all the 
school districts in the county from 
iiniiing lo form one or more County 
High Scliouls; •provided,, that when 
any city, incoipoiaied town, or Union 
Hig^h School District shall vole lo 
maintain a High School, such terri­
tory shall be exempt from tax 
alien to support a County High 
Scliool; and provided further, 
that if such cily or incorporated town, 
or two or more school dislriols, shall 
establish a High Scliool prior to the 
submission of the question of establisii-
ing a County High School, or schools, 
ihe electors of.sucli High School Dis­
trict shall be excluded from voting 
upon the County High School jiropo-
siiion. 

S E C . 10. This Act shall take effect 
from and after its passage.

Justice Harlan, of the euprome court 
of the Unitoil States, i n a lecture before 
tho Law College o f the University of 
Wisconsin o n , "CouatiUitioual Law," 
gave the following couij-iment to tho 
pre8.s of tho country: 

"Ncr shall conifress m.-vke any laws 
abridging the freedom of tlio press." 
Thia is a wise provision. There are 
some men, stung to the quick by what 
they see in the newspapers, who would 
favor a law that would place the press of 
the country ander a censorship. 

Much may be said against the manner 
tn which newspapers are often conduct­
ed, but 1 do not think that I overestimate 
their value when 1 say that we depend 
largely for our real protec.tion in this 
country upon the vigilance of the press. 
It is almost impossible in this country, as 
long ns the press is not muzzled, for cor­
ruption to hold sway for any great length 
of time. There are thoae who think 
that everything is going to pieces, that 
the nation is becoming aa corrupt os all 
tho nations of the earth, and they afiteot 
to think so because they see so many 
things in the newspapers. 1 want, how­
ever, to express the conviction that we 
are a good deal better off than we were 
fifty years ago. Not that I remember 
myself, but judging from what I have 
beard, we are not growing worse; we 
are getting better. The standard of 
pnblio morality and virtue is higher 
than it was twenty-five years ago. 

Oar public men, vhatever may be said 
to the contrary, i n the congress of the 
United States are, in their moral char­
acter, a higher grade ot men than were 
there twenty-five or fifty years ago. 
There are less vices among them. Old 
men, who remember what existed in 
Washington thirty or forty years ago, 
all say that. Now, 1 believe that a vast 
deal of this is due to the tact that the 
public presa of this country is ovory day 
and every hour o f our existence turning 
its light into the dark places, and ferret­
ing out corruptions in their birth, and 
bringing heforo the people of this coun­
try that which they ought to know, ond 
therefore I believe iu this provision of 
the bill of rights.

Get all the news and condense 
it in as few words as possible. Give the 
fullest details in the case ot a serious ac­
cident, murder or suicide. 

Write thtf name of your postofSce and 
date. 

Write yonr most important news items 
first. 

Be careful to spell all proper names 
correctly, and write every letter in them 
plainly. 

You may describe u n u s u a l l y severe lo­
cal storms, but in no other case should 
you speak of the w e a t h e r . 

In giving "personals" don't m e n t i o n 
visits among neighbors or to persons in 
the same part of the county, unless they 
are attended by some accident or other 
unusual event. 

Don't puff anybody's business unless it 
is paid for as an advertisement. Where 
such puffs please one reader they offend, 
several others. 

State facts only, not gossip or opin­
ions, and state thorn in short sentences. 

Be careful as possible to write nothing 
that would give offense to any one. 
Don't speak of your enemies at all unless 
you can speak kindly of them, 

Number tho pages of your manuscript; 
don't numlier the items; write only on 
one side of the paper, and sign your 
name. 
P l u m b Oolieves In liooal Newspapers.

He also takes all the leading New York 
papers, several from Chicago, one from 
Philadelphia and other large cities, tn 
speaking of newspapers the senator says:
