Whai 
a contraHt with the coi ivei i ic i ices ol 
to d a y : excuroion trains m a k i n g the 
trip i n four lioursi us aga ins t the 
t w e n t y four hours s tag ing (>f 
thirty years ago and at a c o s t ' l o o of 
o n l y two dollars for tho round trip. 

F r a n k Basset , a Ukiah merohantj 
i n J a n u a r y , 1863 had an ailverlise 
raent in this same paper whicli show.-^ 
that s ince that l ime provisions too,havc 
suflfered a s l i g h t dec l ine in va lue . At 
an i n d u c e m e n t to custoniors, he offer­
ed groceries at tlie /o l lowiu'; reduced 
ra te s : Crushed sugar 3 3 c e n t s , dried 
apples 20 oen l s , flour $ 3 , candles 16 
for $ 1 , nai l s $8 per keg and Cjlhei 
goods in proportion. 

A visitor to the Ukiah Schoo l at the 
same l ime , found it in a flourishing 
condi t ion ivilh thirty chi ldren pres­
en t . 

George M^ithers, w h o m wo are told 
was at that l ime cal led Dr. M a l h e r j , 
hud the only drug store in the county 
a n d was for a t ime tho on ly phy.'ici<(ii. 
H i s ud wus consp icuous from the fact 
that s o m e specia l t ies wi re offered 
which are not so m u c h needed nowa­
days .

A WOKD TO TIIK WISE. 

Ailulterntod Coffee—Its Constituents-Uow 
to Obtain t lu Gcnulno. 

Al l housekeepers should e.fercise 
particular caut ion us to the qual i ty of 
coffee they use , for of all articles of 
diet , coffee is mos t aduUe ia ted . T h e 
majority of the c l ieap ground coffeei-
placed upon ihe market do not con­
tain a particle of coffee, but are a mix­
ture of dried green peas, rye or barley 
roasted and ground together with 
chicory and, extract of cofl'ee. 

One would judge from the n a m e , 
"extract of cofl'ee," that he wus ob­
t a i n i n g a combinat ion of superior cof­
fee, y e t not a particle of coffee enlert 
in to its compos i t ion ; it is merely a 
m i x t u r e of roasted hardtack (gliiji 
crackers) and burnt molasses , which 
wi lh Ihe addit ion of boi l ing water 
forms a- l iquid resembl ing coffee in 
color, and in conjunct ion with roasted 
dried peas, rye or barley and chicory 
g r o u n d together, has a coffee flavor-

T h e s e art ic les are subst i tuted foi 
coffee as Ihe original cost is about 
one-fifteenth that of pure roasted cof 
fee, and loo m u c h care c a n n o t be ueed 
in purchas ing coffee, as tho adul­
teration has even ex tended so fur that 
they niuke n o w , in E u r o p e , a paste of 
th i s extract of coftce, and by m e a n s of 
m a c h i n e molds , turn out beans which 
resemble roasted coffee in color and 
shape , and would easi ly dece ive the 
unsopnis l i ca ted . So all persons do-
siring pure, unadulterated coffee 
w o u l d do well to call upon T. A. Tein-
p l e l o u . Odd F e l l o w s ' bu i ld ing , Uk iah , 
Cal. , and have their coffee ground to 
order. *

W e r e the roads as 
leve l as in mos t Eastern States , the 
trip would be a pleasure j a u n t ; but 
through such a m o u n t a i n o u s region 
with poor roads it is a task that few 
•would l ike to u n d e r t a k e . — H u m b o l d t 
standard.

A VIOLENT DEATH. 

Dr. Green, 70 Years of Affe, Run Over nnfl 
Killed at IlenUlsburif. 

A man by the n a m e of Dr. Green, 
seventy years of i .ge, late of Kelsey-
ville. Lake County , was run over and 
killed on the railroad bridge in H e ­
aldsburg, Monday morning , whl le 
go ing to his work in the V a n Al len 
cunaery . T h e train wus in two sec­
tions and ufler the first sect ion passed 
him the old man t h o u g h t the track 
wus clear. H i s wife wus wi lh him 
leraonstruted against h i m crossing 
the bridge. T h e old man v/us deter­
mined to cross, however , and when 
near the middle of the bridge the 
.second section over took h im. H e 
lost h is lieud und wus unuble to g e l 
out of the wuv. One of the curs 
struck h im and ho fell beneath the 
wheels and wus horribly m a n g l e d . 
I'be agony of the wife need not be 
desc i ibed . T h e remains were taken 
ip town and word was i m m e d i a t e l y 

sent to Coroner B l a n e y , w h o left for 
Healdsburg in the afternoon, accom­
panied by his lawyer, E . M. Swain . 
The jury after hear ing the ev idence 
offered b r o u g h t in a verdict of death 
from carelessness and exhoi ieraled 
il ie railway c o m p a n y from all b lame, 
the bridge iiol be ing a public h igh­
way.—Sflnto Rosa Democrat.

SACRAJIENSO, Ju ly 2 8 . — T h e State 

Board of E x a m i n e r s had under con­
sideration at its m e e t i n g to-day the 
p a y m e n t of the bounty on coyote 
sculps. _A final de terminat ion was 
not reached, but it is very probable 
that the board will hold that the law 
is unconst i tut ional on the grounds 
pointed ovU by the Attorney General . 
I t is a general desire on the part of 
State officials that the decis ion in 
H u m b e r t vs . D u n n should be review" 
ed. Thi s case would nfl'ord an oppcr-
t u n i l y , as there is n o s p e c i a l appro­
priation for the p a y m e n t of tho boun­
ty, T h e Secretary of State is of the 
op in ion , and has been froifl the begin­
n ing , that tho law is unconst i tu t iona l 
I t is safe to predict, however, says a 
State ofliciul, that the board will re­
lume to passo lu ims , and in all probabil­
ity hunters and their brokers will not 
bo paid anything.—CAmnlc^e J u l y 29 .
