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Who is my Neighbor? 

To Oon BUOTBKR IN ttei>. 

More than once during inv niin-
istrv I have been asked this ques­
tion. I remember " a certain 
lawyer" asked our Saviour the 
question, " W h o is my neigh­
b o r ? " The very question like 
Pe te r ' s , " H o w oft shall my 
brother sin against me and I for­
give h i m ? " was itself, a wrongj 
question involving a wrong con-j 
dition of mind. The lawyer, 
doubtless was prompted with 
more than mere curiosity, or de­
sire to test the extent of Chris t ' s 
knowledge. l i e seems to mani­
fest a deep and personal interest 
in the question, is evident in his 
answer to the Savior 's question, 
"Mow readest t h o u ? " The law­
yer overlooked the whole mass of 
ceremonial ordinances as being al-
together inferior, saying, " T h o u 
shalt love the Lord thy 'God with 
all thv heart and with all thy 
soul and with all thy s t r eng th ; 
and thy neighbor as thyself ." 
The Savior elicited from this man 
the two principles on which 
hung all the law and the proph­
e t s . " What the law requires 
and the prophets taught arc in­
cluded in these two principles. 
The two commandments " love to 
G o d , " and "love to man , " as 
containing the substance of the 
whole law. Our Lord relates the 
parable of the good Samari tan, 
proving that t rue charity is not 
confined within the narrow limits 
of a nation or family. My neigh­
bor is not merely him that lives 
nearest my door, but every hu­
man being in the world. " W e 
should account every man our 
neighbor though a stranger, an 
enemy, a sinner. ' ' Let him be 
what he will he is a human being, 
and stands related to us , being 
descendants of one common par­
ent, and as such demands our 
sympathy, instruction and money 
if in need of it. Let us apply 
this principle nearer home in our 
own neighborhood. W e once 
read of a man who boasted of his 
independence of his neighbors, 
and cared to have no neighbor­
ship with them, but the day af­
ter his boasting he sent to one of 
his neighbors to borrow u gimlet. 
There are many advantages in a 
neighborly neighbor. 

Le t us consider how this ordi­
nary function in social life may 
be made a means of grace. Le t 
us keep in mind tha t the same 
qualities of character and of con­
duct which make persons unpleas­
ant , disagreeable, and unhappy in 
other relationships will also de­
stroy all the good in a neighbor . 
Selfishness, willfulness, jealous}', 
s rife emulations, guile, t r ickery, 
evil speaking, back-bit ing, all 
these are deadly poisons in any 
way of life. 

Bu t a Christian has none of 
these th ings . The Christian fam­
ily that becomes a great means 
of o-race to his neighbors admits 
of no compromise in any direc­
tion. The community may be 
worldly in its tendencies, Sab­
bath dessecration, gambling, 
dancing, social part ies, profanity, 
dishonesty, quarreling, law suits, 

4 all these may prevail, but the 

family that would prove a means 
of grace to such a neignborhood 
must have no part nor lot with 
any of these things. A Christian 
neigebor meets the requirements 
of love rather than the demands 
of the law. Prompted by love 
will not be quick to condemn, 
nor slow to show mercy, will have 
a deaf ear to evil words, but a 
tender heart for other ills. A 
good neighbor is a father or 
mother outside of his own home. 
To be father, mother , brother or 
sister to others never means to 
join them in wrong doing. You 
can, you will, if j r ou are God's 
child, love all the people in your 
neighborhood. The good neigh-
bor will advertise himself as a 
Christian man, not by what he 
says, but by what he does.
