Events of More Than Or­
dinary Note which will 

Prove Interestiug. 

Last Tuesday was the day set by 
the State Board of Managers for the 
investigation of charges against the 
Medical Superintendent, Dr. King, 
and E. J. Niles the suspended stew­
ard. The hearing was public and 
quite a number of spectators were 
present. The Board dt'ci'U'd to pro­
ceed first with the charges against 
Dr. King. These were t h a t , he had 
accepted a t)ribe, consisting of a cow 
and calf, from D. M. Lowe as an in­
ducement to secure the acceptanci; of 
a herd of thir ty cov»-s and a bull 
which Lowe had sold to the state 
for liie use of the asyhim on condi­
tion tha t the3' proved satisfactofj' 
upon trial . This charge had been 
filed by Attorney T. L. Carothers a t 
the suggestion of B. Fchneman of 
the Board of Managers, who had it 
put ill as an offset t o Dr. King's 
eharges against Niles. I t was also 
cliarged tha t Dr. King had a t var­
ious times sold articles belonging to 
tlie asj-lura without first luiving se­
cured authorization from the Board 
of Managers. Upon the first charge 
D. M. Lowe testified t h a t he left t w o 
cows a t the asylum, one for Niles' 
baby, and one for Dr. King. The 
latter was a small cow and he said 
he left it to convince Dr. King tha t 
an undersized COv»', not up to the 
standard, could be a fine milk giver. 
So he left her a t the asylum and told 
Dr. King t o do as he pleased with 
lier. Dr, King here asked the follow­
ing question. "Did I not say to you 
that I was too old a mai5 t o accept 
something for nothinsj, and tha t I 
did not wan t the cow?" ' \ 'ou did", 
answered Mx-. Lowe. L(jwe added 
that he left the cow a t the asyhim, 
uotwithstanding the fact tha t Dr. 
King told him he did not want her. 

L. Carothers w a s called and 
stated t h a t he knew nothing of his 
own knowledge about the cow tran­
saction, but t h a t he had iiled the 
charge a t the request of Manager B. 
Fehncman. Mr. Carothers was then 
ruled out as a witness by Chairman 
Hochheimer. 

On the charge of selling s ta te prop­
erty without author i ty , Dr. K i n g 
admitted t h a t he had made sales of 
a:rticles ranging in value from $2 to 
$15, such as empty barrels, ' calves, 
etc., tha t were in the way but added 
that every dollar of the money re­
ceived had been turned into thestate , 
and it had a lways been the custom 
for the Superintendent to thus dis­
pose of things which cumbered the 
premises, and were of no use there. 

Thruout the day 's investigation 
Manager A. B. Truman, Niles'cham­
pion, was very insulting in his lang­
uage to other members of the Board, 
and his language to Dr. King was 
too foul and profane to be put into 
print. We are told t ha t under Tru­
man's foulmouthed abuse Dr. King 
maintained the calmness and dignity 
of a gentleman. Trnman seemed to 
"have it in" for Manager Martinelli, 
and was especially insulting to him. 

. The investigation of the King case 
was not concluded until Wednesday. 

The session of Wednesday was not 
nnite so acrimonious as t h a t of 
Tuesday. Tbe'failure to show any 
wrong doing on the part of Dr. King 
liad a taming influence upon his en­
emies and when it came time to take 
up the charges against Niles, they 
were in a more peaceful state of 
mind. 

Tht Wathtn Burglary Cast, 

.\s soon as the jury in the Bermu­
das case retired Monday to consider 
of their verdict, the Superior Court 
took up the case of John Watben, 
charged with burglariously entering 
a barn in Covelo on the night of 
Febrviary 17th and stealing a double 
set of buggy harness, the property 
of Jake Wattenberg. The defendant 
is a son of the late J. D. Wathen, 
widely known in his life time a s " Wy-
lackie John." The harness was found 
after the theft in the possession of the 
defendant. The defendant was in 
Covelo on the 17th and hot a side 
hill plow without handles. He was 
Seen about town as late as S o'clock 
that night> When the officers learned 
of the theft they followed a track 
which led from the barn to Wathen's 
cabin but found no one a t home. 
The side hill plow and the harness 
were found in the cabin. Wathen, 
who had been off to a neighbor's to 
borrow a pair of plow handles, soon 
made his appearance, and when ar­
rested, stated t ha t he did not know 
how the harness came to Ijo in his 
house. , 

The defense put on dcfcndaui's 
mother and sister to prove t ha t 
wdien he left their liome on the morn­
ing of Feb. iS th to go to the mount­
ain ranch, the^' assisted him in put­
ting the packs on the two animals 
and there were no harness or collars 
in the packs, kn Indian testified 
t ha t he helped defendant to unpack 
a t the cabin and saw no harness. 
Defendant took the stand and stated 
t h a t he neyer saw the harness in 
question until he saw them in the 
Justice's court a t his preliminary 
examination. 

Attorney Henry McPike of San 
Francisco appeared for the defense 
and District Attorney Duncan for 
the state. 

After being out several hours the 
Jury came into court and announced 
tha t it would be impossible for them 
to agree. They were therefore dis­
charged and tile case will proljjib!} 
have a second trial .

The Superior Court opened Mon­
day morning upon the trial of the 
case of George Bermudas, charged 
with stealing a horse near Covelo on 
the night of Feljruary Slh, 1903.

Bermudas was arrested 
Feb. 11th by Constable Osborne of 
Covelo, in Trinity county about 45 
miles north of Covelo, with the horse 
in bis possession. I t was proved a t 
the trial tha t Bermudas, on the night 
of February 8th,.went to the house 
of Bower, the father, where he had 
been stopping, and took away his 
clothing, s ta t ing tha t he was going 
to Ukiah with Rohrbough's cattle, 
and from Ukiah he was going to the 
cit\' and did not know when he would 
return. Afterward he was seen in 
company v^ith Keddy Doolittle on 
the trail leading to Trinity county 
with the horse in question, and when 
asked where he got the horse, replied 
that it was a Sacramento valley 
horse. 

Mfinnon & A^annon appeared lor 
the Defendant. They admitted the 
taking of the horse but made the de­
fense tha t Bermudas had been stop­
ping with old man Bower for several 
weeks and had used horses on the 
ranch whenever he wanted to . He 
intended to return the horse in a few 
days. 

The jury returned a verdict of 
guilty as charged. 
On Wednesday morning Attomey ] . 
M. Mannon made an argument be­
fore the court for a new trial but the 
application was denied and defend­
ant was sentenced to imprisonment 
a t San Ouentin for a term of one 
year.
